Montana Fishing Licenses

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Wilderness Rivers

We fish the headwaters of West, as the mountain springs gather into streams and rivers.  We primarily fish the North and South Forks of the Sun River, Middle Fork Flathead, White River, Birch Creek, Teton River, and the Dearborn River.  There are many tributary streams with excellent fishing as well.
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 Wilderness Fly Fishing

Fly-fishing on Montana’s wilderness headwaters is a remarkable experience.  The fish are abundant and not nearly as “educated” on the finer points of food selection.  As such, it makes for a wonderful opportunity to fish wild waters all day and rarely see anyone outside of your group.  Our experience tells us the following flies work best on these streams.  The sizing is not terribly important, but size 12 or 14 seems to be optimal for most of these flies.
· Elk hair caddis

· Royal wulffs

· Gray wulffs

· Para-Adams

· Bead head nymphs (princess or grhe)

· Hoppers (Henry’s Fork, Whit’s, Dave’s , Joe’s)

· Royal coachman
